Many of you have asked about products—what

they are, how they work and/or what they do2 Each

week | will give you a ‘crash course' to help you

learn about a medium you might use with your

stamping and card-making.

Dye-based inks—easy to use and dry quickly. This
type of ink pad is sold everywhere and comes in
dozens of colors.

Pigment inks—thick, opaque and slow-drying. Not
good for slick surfaces, but perfect for embossing.
Pigment ink works well when stamping on colored
paper, because the color of the paper won't show
through or alter the color of the overlying ink. When
you need to stamp in metallic colors like gold, silver
or copper, pigment inks are unequaled.

Rainbow Ink pads—instead of being just one color,
they're multi-colored. A single pad will have three or
more different colors, usudlly in a striped amange-
ment. Another type has different tints and shades of
one color. These pads come in both dye-based and
pigment inks.
